Mackinaw (WAGB83) was consiructed during
WWIL in response 10 the need (o keep shipping
aclive during the winter monihs (0 maintain
production of steel, For (his purpose, Congress
authorized the constriction of a state of the ar
icebreaker 1o be permanenily stationed in the
Great Lakes.
