Charles & Lydia 
Charles came to the United States by ship from England and found work in the Thompson area.  In 1895 Lydia followed, taking the six week trip by ship along with her three young children (Lydia 4 yrs; Charlie 2 yrs & May 6 months).  Charles met the ship and then they traveled back and settled in the Thompson area.  Charles & Lydia owned a 40 acre parcel on what is now known as the Chvala Road.  When Lydia died, the farm property was sold to Mr. Osborne Stanley and Charles left the area.  







Children of Charles & Lydia

1. Lydia F. Faulkner (Married Charles Whiteshield).  Lydia taught school at Little Harbor around 1914.  When she was there she knew only English & the Swedish people did not know any.  They would meet in their homes in the evenings and they taught each other enough words in order to communicate.  A common household item would be held up and Lydia would pronounce it by name and then spell it.  The Swedes would then give her the Swedish pronunciation.  
2. Charles (Charlie) married Belva Downing.  Charles served in WWI

3. May F. married Joe Nelson in 1916.  (See Below)  May Died Sept. 1977
4. Celia Faulkner (single)

2. Lydia, born 1922, attended college and then married ______Klienke & settled in Thompson area.  Currently married to Mr. Ray Hulla and living in Manistique.  The information in these pages was provided by Lydia.
3. Ellen, born 1925

4. Baby Faulkner, died at birth 1930. Buried Thompson Cemetery.
5. David, born 1932.  David joined the Army when he was 17 years old and was killed in the Korean War before he turned 18.

6. Vicki, born 1935
Christian Nelson owned 100 acres at the end of Chvala Road and it was divided between his sons.  His son Joe & May lived on their 40 acre farm and raised their family until the home burnt to the ground.  May was nearly killed in the house fire when she ran back into the house to retrieve her engagement ring.  A wall collapsed and she panicked.  Her son, David, kicked in a window and was able to get her out of the house.   May & Joe moved into the Stanley farm (formerly the Faulkner home where May was raised) temporarily.   
Research of the family in township records showed that Charles Faulkner was elected to the position of Constable in the years 1898.  In 1899, Charles was elected Poundmaster.  He served as Justice of Peace for the years 1909, 1913, 1915, 1918 and 1922.
Lydia remembers attending the Thompson School and walking down the hill to the spring.   The spring was located near the boarding house.  The constable at that time was a man named Charles Spindler and he would walk around the village.  He could be somewhat intimidating to the school children knowing he was “the law”.  According to township records, Mr. Spindler was elected to the office of Constable in 1929 and again in 1932-1941.
